[bookmark: _GoBack]1831 circa James Stewart was born in Bellie, Banffshire.  He was a Tinsmith.  He married Catherine White.  Both were illiterate, and obviously had no idea how old they actually were, and had trouble remembering where they were born, and also where the children were born.

Children of James Stewart and Catherine White Stewart were as follows:

1852 Hugh.  Hugh married twice.  First wife unknown.  Second wife was Jane/Jean White/Whyte in 1893. Jane was the daughter of Duncan Whyte and Georgina McPhee. 
1855 Mary;
1857 Ann;
1860 Duncan;
1862 Isabella; Isabella married Duncan Newlands; and
1865 James. Born 10 July at Hopston, Cairney, parents, James Smith interant Tinsmith and Catherine White, daughter of Georgina McPhee and Duncan White (sister of Hugh above’s wife), married September 1st 1847 (so stated, no official record). 

In the 1861 census on the side of the country road, Dram Tent, Darwright to Cullen we had:

James Stewart aged 35, Tinsmith aged 35 born Bellie;
Catheron (sic) aged 39, born Duffus;
Hugh aged 10 born St Forgan 
Mary aged 7 born Edinkillie, Moray
Anne aged 3 born Forgue, Aberdeenshire; and
Duncan aged 1 born Pilstige, Aberdeenshire.

In the 1871 census, James and Catherine are still travelling the countryside, and were residing on the farm of Mains of Kellas, in the open air.

James aged 40, Tinsmith, born Bellie, Banff;
Catherine aged 36, born Rothes , Moray;
Hugh aged 19, born Crimond Aberdeenshire;
Mary 16 born Dallas;
Anne aged 14 born Dumbleton;
Duncan aged 11, born Risby;
Isabella aged 9 born Duffus.  Isabella married Duncan Newlands; and
James 5 born Cairney.

1893 Marriage:

On 14 March 1893 in Stewart Street, Port Gordon, 40 year old widower, Hugh Stewart a Travelling Tinsmith of Enzie, son of James Stewart (deceased) and Catherine White, a Hawker, married 23 year old Jane White, a Hawker of Enzie, daughter of Duncan Whyte a travelling Tinsmith and Georgina McPhee a Hawker married.

Also living at the same place was Jane’s parents, 90 year old Duncan Whyte, along with Georgina and Jane’s brother John, his wife and children.

1913 Death:

Hugh Stewart aged 60 died at Grays Hospital in Elgin (usual residence Garmouth) from pneumonia.  He was married to Jane White.  He was the son of James Stewart a Tinsmith deceased, and Catherine White, deceased.  His brother James of Lady Lane Elgin reported his death.

 (1) 1740 David Whyte - born Kinross.  Married Margaret Mitchell.

(2) 1776 David Whyte - born Kinross.  Married Margaret Watson.

(3) 1802 David Whyte - born Kinross on 25th July.  Married Mary McArthur.

In the 1841 census the David and Mary White (Whyte) family were part of a group of 60 Gypsies or Tinkler's sleeping in the open air at Keppoch, Barony, Lanarkshire.  David was aged 30, Mary aged 25 and children John 11, James 9, Duncan 6 and Hugh 2.  There were another 18 White's (obviously all related) aged between 8 weeks and 45 years, all in the same profession.  

15 Cameron's were there, 4 Stewart's, 4 Graham's, 3 McArthur's, 7 Watson's, one each of Reid, Keith and Burke, again, all Tinkler's.

(4) 1833 Duncan Whyte, born Dunkeld, Perthshire.  Married Georgina McPhee.

1887 - Duncan, born Duffus, married Rachel McMillan.
In the 1871 census, the family were living at Brown Muir, St Andrew's, Lhanbryd, Moray.  The family was listed as thus:

In the 1881 census, the White family were still living in the St Andrew's Lhanbryd, Elgin vicinity.

Katie 5; and 
Mary-Ann 2.

Also living a the Quarry were Hugh Stewart, aged 60, Tinsmith;
Wife Jane aged 41; son James aged 15; Catherine aged 6; Hugh aged 3 and John aged 9 months. 

Death 1912: Duncan White, "single" Travelling Tinker of no fixed address died from acute Bronchitis on 31 December 1912 in Garmouth, Moray.  His parents had been David White, a Travelling Tinker and Mary McArthur.  Death reported by his son in law, Hugh Stewart.

Death: 1916: Georgina McPhee White died at the Camp Pluscaiden, Elgin in 1916 from Morbus Bordus, aged 88 years;  Listed as the widow of Duncan Smith, Tinsmith, and daughter of William McPhee, a Spoon Maker, and Mary Newlands.
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
